Orphanage Property Obtained!

   Sometimes it seems like it’s been forever, but 
I know it really hasn’t.  For many years we’ve 

dreamed of hav-
ing our own or-
phanage and 
school where we 
can teach the 
children more 
about cleanliness 
and a healthy 
lifestyle.  We can 
teach Bangla and 
English from the 
time they’re lit-
tle. We can teach 

practical skills that will be beneficial to them 
throughout their lives.  We can teach them and 
show them by our love, about God’s love.      
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   The intense search for property has been in 
progress for two years.  Because the country of 
Bangladesh is so densely populated, property is 
a highly-valued asset.  The realty companies in 
Bangladesh consist of word-of-mouth--someone, 
who knows their cousin heard a distant relative 
in a distant village heard there was someone 
who wanted to sell their property.  And the hunt 
is on. 
   Repeatedly we’ve found possibilities, only to 
have the doors closed by exorbitant prices, chal-
lenges with landowners of adjoining properties, 
and lack of roads and electricity, to name just a 
few.  One recent property, that initially seemed 
to be where God was leading, ended with a door 
slammed with 
such force 
that it left us 
knowing that 
was not God’s 
plan.  Praise 
Him!  He 
knows where 
we need to be. 
   Northwest of 
Dhaka, the 
capitol city, is 
property with 
valuable con-
ditions for an orphanage.  This area does not 
have yearly flooding problems, and the wells are 
free from arsenic and salt water.  Rice, dahl, 
wheat, and all types of vegetables grow well.  
The temperature feels refreshingly cool 
(relatively speaking) in the evening, unlike most 
other areas in Bangladesh. 
   We visited the area again, checked out prop-
erty, and talked with neighbors.  They were ea-
ger for us to come when we explained our plans 
to build an orphanage and school.  The agreed 
price is $3,500 per acre, which is reasonable for 
the area.  We are in the process of purchasing 
just over 23½ acres.  Our attorney is working 
with each of the 37 different land owners who 
each own a little piece of the property.  We must 
be certain each deed and title is clear and trans-
ferred properly before we proceed with con-
struction.  We believe God helped us find this 
property, and we are moving forward.

   When the legal work is completed, we will pro-
ceed with security fencing which is an absolute 
necessity in Bangladesh.  The first building will be 
a six-plex apartment for staff and others who 
come to help with construction of the orphanage.  
We are eager to move the children from the re-
ceiving center in the city to a less-polluted, safer, 
country environment. 
   We could tell you about more miracles—how we 
found our Bengali attorney who attended one of 
our schools for a year and appreciated and re-
spected a teacher who is now one of our Bangla 
Hope employees, how the political environment in 
Bangladesh has miraculously stabilized to safer 
conditions than we have ever seen in Bangladesh, 
and how God sent just the right people at the 
right time to help with a myriad of tasks and deci-
sions.  We’ve seen God lead, we’ve seen God 
bless, and we are moving forward with Him, for 
without Him, “we can do nothing.” John 15:5

From Dave’s Desk 
   We are back home in America—it’s al-
ways good to come home, and then it’s al-
ways good to go back each fall.  I am ec-
static and grateful because of the way I’ve 
seen God working and blessing in Bangla-
desh.  I am in awe at how God sent people 

with the expertise we needed at the exact time 
they could be used most effectively.  My faith in 
God has grown by watching Him work.  The chal-
lenges in Bangladesh are many, but those tough 
times were a constant reminder I need help and 
answers from God.   
   Our team is thrilled with the property for the or-
phanage.  We are moving forward with purchasing 
23 1/2 acres at $3,500 per acre, a good price for 
this area.  Thank you to each of you who helped 
make this possible.  Our attorney is also contact-
ing landowners with adjoining property to see if 
they wish to sell.  We would like to purchase an 
additional twenty acres if funding comes in for it.  
Once we begin building, we know the cost to pur-
chase property in that vicinity will escalate rapidly 
and significantly. 
   As soon as paperwork is complete, several pro-
jects to improve the land will be in process simul-
taneously.  We will build 2,275 feet of road which 
will be raised 3 feet so we should always have ac-
cess even in the rainy season. We will plant 
mango, papaya, banana, coconut, jackfruit, and 
litchi trees.  Security fencing surrounding one 
acre, where we will be initially building, will be 
erected.   Pouring foundations for the six-plex and 
orphanage before the rainy season arrives is im-
perative so construction can continue. 
   In Bangladesh, foundations are poured to sup-
port a specified number of floors.  As funds are 
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available, more floors are added.  We also will 
use this method.  First we will build two floors in 
the six-plex apartment and later add a third.  We 
will begin the orphanage with one floor and later 
add more.  Estimates we have at this time indi-
cate we should be able to add one floor (which 
will house three families) to the six-plex for 
$25,000.  An additional floor in the orphanage 
will be about $72,000.  We are moving forward 
as quickly as possible to help as many children 
as possible.  Costs will only rise.  Join us in mak-
ing this happen. 
 

From Hazel’s Desk 
   Amounts like $25,000 or $72,000 for 
a floor are impossible for some of us to 
plan in our monthly budget.  For some, 
we might not even be able to get our 
minds around those kinds of figures.  
Try these:  5 cents will buy one brick for the or-
phanage, $4.70 will buy a bag of cement, 16 
cents will feed one hungry child a nutritious 
meal in a village school.  When I see those kinds 
of numbers, I realize most everyone can have a 
part in helping children in Bangladesh.  I recog-
nize that what I do with my pennies can make a 
huge difference for a child.

handiwork. We have around 35 ladies in the 
south who are working with our Bangla Hope 
Handicraft.  I hope you will call us for cards and 
bookmarks you need for special occasions. We 
will do special orders for you also! 
   Tuesday:  This morning was very foggy and we 
had to go so slow so as not to hit something or 

someone on the nar-
row roads. We went 
a long distance in 
the truck and ended 
up at a small river. 
Here we took a boat 
pushed by a man 
with a long bamboo 
pole. We traveled for 
about an hour 
through the water 

lilies. It was a  beautiful ride and we all enjoyed 
it. I enjoyed seeing the beautiful birds of this 
country. The little common kingfisher is my fa-
vorite. It is an iridescent blue color! From a long 
distance we could see our Talpukuria school. It 
is completed and I know the students and teach-
ers are happy to have 
it. The students were 
all lined up from the 
river to the school-
house to give us a spe-
cial welcome. They put 
beautiful, marigold leis 
around our necks and 
led us to the school. It 
was so special to be 
greeted in such a 
lovely way. These children were so happy to get 
their new books and uniforms. There were 
squeals of delight as we handed them their own 
specially-made uniforms in burgundy and cream. 
We were able to stay and see the good meal that 
was prepared for them and then we had to hurry 
on to our Polotona school. We drove for awhile 
and then had to get out and walk the dikes of 

the rice paddy to get to 
this school. It was way 
out in the middle of rice 
paddies. It was raised 
with mud to keep it dry 
during the rainy season. 
These children were also 
delighted with their new 
books and uniforms. 

While we were there they had the typical daily 
meal of rice, dahl and one curry.  
   WEDNESDAY:  We arose early and took the 
truck to one of the large rivers in the south. This 
time we took a Bengali motorboat up the river. I 
loved the ride for there were so many sights to 
see—villagers bathing, washing clothes, and 
boats carrying vegetables, bananas, and goods 
to market. Our first stop was at our Bisherkan-
dhi school. It was almost impossible to get out 
of the boat without sinking in the mud so the 
boatman took the water hyacinths out of the 
water and made a bridge for Dave and me to 

VILLAGE SCHOOLS

   SUNDAY: We left Dhaka around 3am. It was 
dark, but the roads were clear and we moved 
along at a good speed. As the light slowly came, 
I enjoyed seeing the sights of different villages 
along the way. We stopped to buy hot chapattis 
and fried eggs for our breakfast. We were on the 
way to give out books and uniforms to nine of 
our village schools. We crossed the ferry with no 
problems and arrived at Gopalgonj and our 
YWCA guest house before lunch. As Suchitra 
(our Education Supervisor) and I were taking 
out schoolbooks and uniforms, we realized Su-
chitra’s bag was missing. It was either thrown 
from the truck as we went over the rough roads 
or someone stole it while we stopped along the 
way. She had all the information for the teachers 
in her bag plus all her personal items. We told 
her we would take her shopping to get what she 
needed for the week. Our Gopalgonj boarding 
school was close by so our students were able to 
come over and get pocket money and new 
clothes from us. It was a joy to see their happy 
faces! Later we went to visit around 12 ladies 
who were going to make embroidery items for 
our Bangla Hope Handicrafts. The ladies in this 
country are very talented and their stitchery is  
beautiful.  We then took Suchitra shopping. This 
was not Dhaka and we had a very hard time 
finding nice clothes for her. Finally we found one 
salwar kameez that would work! It had been a 
long day and it was nice to fall into bed for a 
night’s rest! 
   MONDAY: Early in the morning we took off in 
our truck to visit two distant village schools. The 
early morning was foggy and cool. Everywhere I 
looked people were wrapped in shawls and 
sweaters. We had our breakfast of hot chapattis 
and eggs and before long arrived at Dharabashil. 

Preparation to begin the 
new school building had be-
gun.  The students were 
temporarily meeting in an 
enclosed thatched structure. 
We were able to give the 
much-needed books and 
uniforms to the eager stu-
dents. Jason, Sponsorship 

Director/Driver, says the mud is being raised for 
the new school building and after 15 days they 
will start to construct the new school. We were 
able to see the children get a nice noon meal be-
fore we hurried off to our next school—
Shuagram. This school was completed and so 

nice! The students welcomed 
us with bouquets of lovely 
flowers. We were able to see 
the good meal provided for the 
students. We passed out 
books and uniforms to the 
grateful teachers and stu-
dents. On our way back to the 
YWCA, we were able to stop 

and see more cross-stitch ladies doing their 
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walk on to get up the 
bank. What a thoughtful 
man he was! The school 
was only a short dis-
tance away. It was all 
new and finished. The 
young man teaching 
there was enjoying his 
students. We were able 
to watch the cook finish fixing the noon meal 
and then serve it to the children. We felt good 
about the school and what was happening there. 
We returned to the motorboat and continued up 
the river to Sitpur.  We were happy to see this 

school finished and run-
ning smoothly. The chil-
dren were wide-eyed 
with excitement when 
they got their new books 
and uniforms. We en-
joyed our visit and then 
returned to the motor-
boat. It took around an 

hour to get back to our truck and then we went 
on our way to our Malikholi school. Suchitra’s 
husband teaches at this school and he had the 
children all lined up 
waiting for us. They 
had bouquets of flow-
ers to give us and de-
licious coconut water 
for us to drink. It was 
so refreshing after 
being out all day on 
the river. This school 
is also new and all 
finished. The students are doing well and it was 
a joy to give them their books and uniforms. It 
was getting dark and we had a ways to go to get 
back to our rooms. It had been a good day! 
   THURSDAY:  On this day we went to Dehergoti. 
We went by truck and it was quite a long dis-

tance south. The school was not 
finished yet, so the students were 
having school in the new kitchen. 
Jason told me the school will be fin-
ished by the first of March. I’m sure 
the teacher will be happy for that. 
We stayed to see the children get-
ting their lunch. We were able to 
rest in the shade for a short while. 
Jason had to go to three different 
police stations to get special papers 

for our NGO. That took quite awhile and it was 
nice when that was finished. We had one more 
school to check on Friday! 
   FRIDAY: Rumsal village will always be special 
to me for this is where 
we received many of 
our babies for our re-
ceiving center. The par-
ents came from sur-
rounding villages to 
meet me there. The 
new school in this vil-
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lage is overflowing with students. The teachers 
finally had to say they could take no more stu-
dents in kindergarten for they had more than 30 
students just for that class alone!  
   I felt so thankful for each one of the schools 
we visited. I know many children are being 
blessed because of them. Our trip was success-
ful and enjoyable. I was so happy I went along! 
 

VILLAGE SCHOOL TUITION UPDATE 
   In addition to the nine village schools in the 
south shown previously, we have three more vil-
lage schools.  In these twelve schools, over 500 
students receive an education, one nourishing 
meal each school day, and  knowledge of a God 
who loves them.    
   BCSS started the Village School feeding pro-
gram in 1999. You, the village school sponsors, 
have helped hundreds, more likely thousands, of 
students and their families.  We have managed 
the funds carefully to help them stretch as far as 
possible. Operating costs have increased over 
this eight-year period which necessitates our 
raising the sponsorship amount to $13 monthly 
or $140 yearly. If you are not able to increase 
your donation, continue as you are.  Four people 
paying the previous amount of $10 monthly will 
still cover the costs for three students. We pro-
crastinated as long as possible raising any tui-
tion amounts, but we are certain you don’t want 
us to diminish the quality of the education or re-
duce the amount of food for the students.

   About an hour from the village where these la-
dies work, is another village where a group of 
ladies are making lovely hand embroidered- 
items. They use a katha stitch that is unique to 



Bangladesh. They use this on almost all their 
hand work. We are working with them and 
will buy their items to sell in America and in 
our new store. 
   YES! We are planning on opening a store 
that will offer handicraft items as well as 
teaching supplies. There is a great need for 
teaching supplies in Bangladesh so Rana 
Mondol, our Handicrafts Director, is working 
on charts and other ideas. He is putting in 
many hours to help get this project started. 
We anticipate opening in the fall of 2007.

Finally one 
man with a stick started hitting the people 
and got them lined up.  By that time Bristi 
and Swapna were about torn apart, as they 
were holding the bag with the clothes.  It 
was a relief when we returned to the receiv-
ing center.  I think it was an eye-opening ex-
perience for the young ladies since they had 
not been in slums like that before. 
   God is good and we have much to be thank-
ful for.  Our babies are healthy and happy.  
Our caregivers are responsible and loving.  
We have so much! 

April 2, 2007 Update 
   The political situation related to the elec-
tions has stabilized.  It was relatively safe to 
travel, but stability can change overnight.
